Namibia

As you will know, we have an agreement of partnership with two Namibian
schools, St Mary’s, Odibo, and Negumbo Secondary School. Although they have
buildings and classrooms they are woefully short of resources and equipment. They
were, therefore, overjoyed when, earlier this year, we donated 20 laptop computers.
Since then, St Mary’s have managed to build a science laboratory and, such is their
appreciation, that they have named it the “Trinity Science Laboratory” . When I
spoke to their Head, Mr Eino Heelu, about this, he told me that they had nothing in
the laboratory apart from 20 stools! No equipment, no resources and no money to
teach science lessons. I asked him how much it would cost to equip the laboratory;
he laughed and said, “about £10,000” , which, to them, is an astronomical sum of
money.

We can solve their problem though, if we all work together, and this week I have
been explaining through our House assemblies, just exactly how this can happen.
Over the three weekends and the two weeks of our Christmas holiday, I would ask
