The skiing excursion (Mr Nicholls prefersto call it a‘course’) was a great success,
as can be seen by the following ‘log’ maintained by one of the adult skiers.

“We departed from Manchester Airport on 12" January, the destination being the
beautiful mountains of Les Deux Alpesin France. It was the third time the school
had stayed in the Hotel Airelle, the welcome and service better than ever.

When we arrived in the town, there was little snow on the ground, but fortunately the
lower ‘nursery slopes’ were covered enabling the first taste of snow skiing for the
beginners to be arelaxed one. The intermediate and advanced groups headed straight
for the cable car taking us up the mountains and into the deep snow. All students
were allocated to a ski instructor and were guided through a variety of techniques on
progressively challenging runs. By the end of the week, all students had completed
the green and blue runs, most had done some reds and the more advanced were
challenged with the black runs. One of the highlights for the group was a visit to the



snowpark, which is situated on the glacier at 10000ft. Here the beginners were
allowed to do some small ‘bumps’, whereas the advanced group were taught to
tackle jumpsin a safe manner.

Improving our skiing was the main aim of the course, and most students managed 5-
6 hours on the piste every day. During the evenings, the teachers arranged a series of
Aprés Ski activities including ice skating and ice gliding, a pool competition,
swimming, our in-house quiz, adisco and karaoke with a school from Cardiff, a
treasure hunt around the town and the opportunity to ‘strike’ at the local bowling
aley. It was athoroughly enjoyable course for all.

The students were quick learners and improved significantly through the week. On
the final day of skiing we presented our instructors with tokens of our appreciation,
and the instructors gave out ‘badges of competence ranging from bronze, silver,
gold and platinum.

A High Performing School (continued)

Last week we informed our readers that the 2006 GCSE results had placed usin the
top 5% of schoolsin England. Indeed, we are now in the top 5% of 4128 schools and
collegesin the country. Schools are increasingly judged on their value added
measure, that is, the progress made by children during their time at high school
rather than the “raw scores’. Our raw score gives us 81% of students gaining 5+ A*-
C grades and our value added measure is 1029.9. If a school is succeeding then the
value added score should be 1000. Thisillustrates just how really well we are doing,
not just in examinations, but in ensuring that the vast majority of our students make
real progressfromY7toY1l.

Once more we received an invitation to the “Most Improved Schools’ dinner, held at
the Guildhall in London. It was also encouraging to receive the following letter from
our MP, Tony Lloyd;
