This month’s news item is from CBBC Newsround: Handheld computers could be
coming to a classroom near  you in the future to help pupils who are struggling
and to get more of you learning online.
It follows the success of a trial at a school in Wolverhampton where pupils were
given handheld computers to get them reading and learning more. As a result, fewer
kids missed lessons, maths and science results are up and boys especially are reading
a lot more.  The government is really pleased and wants the project to be used
elsewhere.

Pupils could use the computers to download
information from the Internet, prepare
presentations and even create podcasts in the
classroom.  They also used them to study at home
and share information with their friends.  One of
the pupils involved in the trial, said: "It©s great fun because we don©t have to work
with pencils and paper and because we©ve got different sorts of activities."
