Building Tr inity for  the Future

Earlier this month Mr Lennox and I attended a one-day conference in Birmingham
regarding Manchester’s involvement in the government’s BSF – Building Schools
for the Future – initiative. This will involve an £18,000,000 development of Trinity
in the year 2009. As further progress is made you will be kept fully informed. We
are planning to involve as many people as possible in generating ideas for design
proposals. Our new school will be based on the three “S”  words; suitability,
sufficiency and size. It will be our building, designed and built according to our
needs and requirements.

Sixth Form

Following a period of intense consultation last year, I have held back on issuing the
public notice of intention to build a Sixth Form pending the publication of the
“Manchester 14-19 Capital Review”. The Review has been carried out by Mr



Adrian Perry, OBE, of Sheffield University, and is scheduled to be published
before the end of February. I am expecting that Trinity will be identified for Sixth
Form development, and this will give added weight to the publication of our public
notice.

To be able to develop a Sixth Form as an integral part of our new school in 2009,
we will need the support of the ‘Manchester School Organisation Committee’  and,
in particular, the Learning and Skills  Council.

Energy Use in School

Sally Hatton, Y11, did a marvellous job in highlighting, through her two recent
articles, the unnecessary use of electricity in school. The Chair of the School
Governors’  Finance Committee, Jenny Cragg, has responded to Sally as follows:

“Dear Sally

Thank you for your hard work on behalf of the school. As Chair of the Finance
Committee, I was naturally very interested to read about any proposals to save
money. Your concerns sent me straight to our budget for this year and to my
calculator.

In fact, I don©t think your figures are right. I don©t challenge you on the number of
light bulbs and their positioning in the naturally lighted corridor, but 170 light bulbs
at 60W each, divided by 1000 to turn them into kilowatt hours for ten hours per day
and at your reduced electricity rate is 102 kilowatt hours. If that is 3p per hour, as
you think, then the electricity bill for them is around £3.06 per day.

Our annual electricity budget is £70,400, so if we were spending £18,221 on 170
light bulbs we would really be in trouble!! However your interest and efforts leave
us with three lessons;

·  It is ALL our responsibility to look after our environment, whether we are saving
money or not. Turning off unnecessary lights and stand-bys on machines /
computers is a contribution from even the youngest of our school community
which ultimately benefits us all.

·  If we spend less on electricity, then some of our very tight school budget could
be used for other things such as computers, books, PE equipment and subsidising
the cost of activities.

·  If more school students took an on-going interest in the school as you have been
doing - Trinity would be an even better place than it is!!”

The message, therefore, is absolutely clear; “Do you really need to have the lights
on?”

We are planning for a suitable notice to be designed, printed, laminated and
securely placed along every set of light switches in school. Would any student like



to design such a notice? There will be a prize of considerable substance for the
winner. The deadline for submissions to Mr Ainsworth is Friday, March 23rd.
