Sunday 25th March is the 200th anniversary of the passage of the Act to abolish
slavery in the British Empire. To mark this occasion, a vigil will take place on 25th

March, 12:15pm, at Cathedral Gardens.

The event will be led by the Lord Mayor, Councillor David Sandiford, and speakers
will include representatives of the City Council, the Cathedral, the TUC and the
community.

For 20 years before the Act was passed, the people of Manchester had been
showing their opposition to the slave trade. The anniversary is an opportunity to
reflect on the past and to show opposition to all the current forms of slavery that
still exist today.
